OKCS has a cell phone policy that all families should be aware of as it was sent
home in the August letter, and | believe once more in September. The policy has
been reviewed with all high school students. My frustration as a principal is that
students often use their cell phones during the school day which is a violation of

the policy. | believe this is a very common practice, and | am concerned by what
is quite honestly an integrity issue. | have discussed this with students just this
week and now | am trying to make parents aware as well. Whether we are in
agreement with the policy or not, we must work together to help our young people
learn how very important it is to be men and women of integrity. One of the best
examples of integrity found in Scripture is in the book of Job. In Job 2:3 we see
Satan in conversation with God. “Then the Lord said to Satan, have you consid-
ered my servant Job? There is no one on earth like him; he is blameless and up-
right, a man who fears God and shuns evil. And he still maintains his integrity,
though you incited me against him to ruin him without any reason.” Job was con-
sidered to be a man of great integrity. If you have time, read the entire book and
you will see this theme throughout. We need to strive to be more like Job, and we
must teach our children likewise. Will you help?

Parents are sometimes part of the problem. There are times when the student is
responding to a text message sent by a parent. | realize that this may be one of
the best ways to communicate with our children (I do it myself), but messages of
an urgent matter can be communicated by calling the office. The office staff will
then relay the information to your child. If you are communicating through text
messaging, please ask your child not to check for the message until after school.
The current policy does not allow students to use their cell phones at school be-
tween 8:45am and 3:15pm. | would sure appreciate your support as we work to-
gether to raise young people who value integrity as an important character trait.
