THEME VERSE:   John 8:32 “Then you will know the truth, and the truth will set you free.” 

 

SEPTEMBER: The Truth of the Bible (6 verses) 

2 Timothy 3:16  16 All Scripture is God-breathed and is useful for teaching, 
rebuking, correcting and training in righteousness, 

3 John 1:3-4  3 It gave me great joy when some believers came and testified about 
your faithfulness to the truth, telling how you continue to walk in it. 4 I have no 
greater joy than to hear that my children are walking in the truth. 

2 Peter 1:20-21  20 Above all, you must understand that no prophecy of Scripture 
came about by the prophet’s own interpretation of things.  21 For prophecy never 
had its origin in the human will, but prophets, though human, spoke from God as 
they were carried along by the Holy Spirit. 

2 Timothy 2:15  15 Do your best to present yourself to God as one approved, a 
worker who does not need to be ashamed and who correctly handles the word 
of truth.  

OCTOBER: The Truth of God (6 verses) 
 

Job 42:1-2 1 Then Job replied to the LORD:  2 “I know that you can do all things; no 
purpose of yours can be thwarted. 

 
James 1:17  17 Every good and perfect gift is from above, coming down from the 
Father of the heavenly lights, who does not change like shifting shadows. 

John 14:6  6 Jesus answered, “I am the way and the truth and the life. No one 

comes to the Father except through me. 

 
Romans 1:18-20  18 The wrath of God is being revealed from heaven against all 
the godlessness and wickedness of people, who suppress the truth by their 
wickedness, 19 since what may be known about God is plain to them, because 
God has made it plain to them. 20 For since the creation of the world God’s 
invisible qualities—his eternal power and divine nature—have been clearly seen, 
being understood from what has been made, so that people are without excuse. 

 
 
 

 



 

NOVEMBER: The Truth of the Holy Spirit (5 verses) 
 

John 14:25-27  25 “All this I have spoken while still with you. 26 But the Advocate, 
the Holy Spirit, whom the Father will send in my name, will teach you all things 
and will remind you of everything I have said to you. 27 Peace I leave with you; my 
peace I give you. I do not give to you as the world gives. Do not let your hearts be 
troubled and do not be afraid.” 
 
John 16:13-14  13 But when he, the Spirit of truth, comes, he will guide you into 
all the truth. He will not speak on his own; he will speak only what he hears, and 
he will tell you what is yet to come. 14 He will glorify me because it is from me 
that he will receive what he will make known to you. 

 
DECEMBER: The Truth of Christ (6 verses) 

John 1:1-5  1 In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and 

the Word was God. 2 He was with God in the beginning. 3 Through him all things 

were made; without him nothing was made that has been made. 4 In him was 

life, and that life was the light of all mankind. 5 The light shines in the darkness, 

and the darkness has not overcome it. 

John 1:14  14 The Word became flesh and made his dwelling among us. We have 

seen his glory, the glory of the one and only Son, who came from the Father, full 

of grace and truth. 

 
JANUARY: The Truth of Man ( 5 verses) 
 

Psalm 8:4-6  4 what is mankind that you are mindful of them, 
    human beings that you care for them? 
5 You have made them a little lower than the angels 
    and crowned them with glory and honor. 
6 You made them rulers over the works of your hands; 
    you put everything under their feet: 

 
I Samuel 12:24   24 But be sure to fear the Lord and serve him faithfully with all 
your heart; consider what great things he has done for you. 
 
Ecclesiastes 12:13-14  13 Now all has been heard;  here is the conclusion of the 
matter. Fear God and keep his commandments, for this is the duty of all 
mankind. 14 For God will bring every deed into judgment, including every hidden 
thing, whether it is good or evil. 

 
 
 
 

 



 

FEBRUARY: The Truth of Sin (5 verses) 

Ephesians 2:1-3  2 As for you, you were dead in your transgressions and sins, 2 in 

which you used to live when you followed the ways of this world and of the ruler 

of the kingdom of the air, the spirit who is now at work in those who are 

disobedient. 3 All of us also lived among them at one time, gratifying the cravings 

of our flesh and following its desires and thoughts. Like the rest, we were by 

nature deserving of wrath. 

Ephesians 2:4-5  4 But because of his great love for us, God, who is rich in mercy, 5 

made us alive with Christ even when we were dead in transgressions—it is by 

grace you have been saved. 

 
MARCH The Truth of Salvation (6 verses)  

Ephesians 2:8-10  8 For it is by grace you have been saved, through faith—and 

this is not from yourselves, it is the gift of God— 9 not by works, so that no one 

can boast. 10 For we are God’s handiwork, created in Christ Jesus to do good 

works, which God prepared in advance for us to do. 

Romans 5:1   5 Therefore, since we have been justified through faith, we have 

peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ, 

John 10:10  10 The thief comes only to steal and kill and destroy; I have come that 

they may have life, and have it to the full.   

1 John 5:13  13 I write these things to you who believe in the name of the Son of 

God so that you may know that you have eternal life. 

 
APRIL:  The Truth of the Church (5 verses)   

Colossians 1:15-18  15 The Son is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn over 

all creation. 16 For in him all things were created: things in heaven and on earth, 

visible and invisible, whether thrones or powers or rulers or authorities; all things 

have been created through him and for him. 17 He is before all things, and in him 

all things hold together. 18 And he is the head of the body, the church; he is the 

beginning and the firstborn from among the dead, so that in everything he might 

have the supremacy. 

Mark 16:15  15 He said to them, “Go into all the world and preach the gospel to all 

creation. 

 
 
 

 



 

MAY:  The Truth of the Future (7 verses)   

Matthew 16:24-27  24 Then Jesus said to his disciples, “Whoever wants to be my 

disciple must deny themselves and take up their cross and follow me. 25 For 

whoever wants to save their life will lose it, but whoever loses their life for me 

will find it. 26 What good will it be for someone to gain the whole world, yet 

forfeit their soul? Or what can anyone give in exchange for their soul? 27 For the 

Son of Man is going to come in his Father’s glory with his angels, and then he will 

reward each person according to what they have done. 

2 Corinthians 5:10  10 For we must all appear before the judgment seat of Christ, 

so that each of us may receive what is due us for the things done while in the 

body, whether good or bad. 

John 14:2-3  2 My Father’s house has many rooms; if that were not so, would I 

have told you that I am going there to prepare a place for you? 3 And if I go and 

prepare a place for you, I will come back and take you to be with me that you 

also may be where I am.
